Sir Knights,

In my final two writings for this publication, I will explore what it truly means to be a Knight
Templar. More specifically, what is offered in this special group that is seldom found elsewhere in

REFURBISHING REGALIA
SHOWCASING THE ANTIQUITIES OF TEMPLARY

The jewel seen on the left is just the bottom portion of what
was a three-piece jewel for attendees of the 31st Triennial in
Chicago, Illinois in 1910; 115 Years ago. It might be viewed as
“broken” or detached. However, it appears to have had a jump
ring for a ribbon drape added and misshaped - indicating it was

done by hand and was well used/worn.

Seen on the right is what the original jewel looked like. There \Wﬁ
is no large jump ring. One can assume a Sir Knight took a 1910
jewel and refurbished it into a ribbon drape medal. By choosing
the “generic” portion of the original jewel, without a location
or year inscribed, allows us to assume it was once attached to a 1,-
ribbon and worn on a uniform or as a formal piece of regalia.
